3. THE CHRISTIAN’S BEHAVIOR IN THE WORLD.

Titus 2:12. Live godly in the world.
Rom.12:2. Not conformed to the world.
John 17:15. Kept form the evil of the world.
I John 2:16.Love not the world. (See II Tim. 4:10).

4. THE CHRISTIAN’S MINISRTY TO THE WORLD.
